General Expectations:
1. All performances are required!  Work will not be considered a valid excuse for missing a performance.  You will get plenty of notice of performances times and dates, so plan accordingly.  
2. In the event of a funeral, family emergency, etc. that a student needs to miss a performance, the student must bring in a signed note from home to be excused and to receive credit for the missed performance.   
3. All students will maintain all equipment (instrument, uniform, music, etc.) so they are always functioning and usable for rehearsal and performance situations. Repair costs for privately owned instruments are the responsibility of the owner. Damage to school instruments will be the responsibility of the student who caused the damage.

4. All students will report to performances before the announced time and in the appropriate uniform for that event. 

5. Students are allowed in the band room for rehearsals, lessons, practicing, and performances. All other times, a student must have permission to be in the band room. At no times should a student be in the band room without the director being present. 

Classroom Expectations:

1. Students will be on time and prepared with instrument, music, and a pencil for all rehearsals AND lessons.

2. Students will follow the Podium Law: states that when the director (substitute, student, Principal, etc.) is on the podium, all students are to be quietly listening to instructions. When the director is off the podium, the students may talk quietly. 

3. Lockers will be provided to store an instrument, but a lock will not be provided. If you are supplying your own lock, you must register your combination with Miss Becker. 

4. Each student is responsible for learning his/her music for each performance.  Practice is essentially the homework for band.  Practice time will vary from student to student, but all students need to spend individual time working with their instrument.  Practice rooms will be provided for students throughout the school day, otherwise practice must occur at home. If it is apparent that students are not practicing, a required amount of practice time per week with parent signature will be enforced and will affect a students’ grade. 
5. No food, beverage, or GUM is allowed in the band area during class time.

*All expectations extend to all extra-curricular events!

Grading Information:

Daily Participation (20pts/day= 100pts/week)

*Points are earned by full participation in class.  Points will be deducted for: tardiness, disruptive behavior, not having materials, etc.  

Lessons (100 pts/lesson)

Lessons are an essential part of the band program. It is the only way to monitor individual progress and teach techniques that pertain to each instrument. Every instrument has unique characteristics that require specific instruction. Lessons are also the only opportunity to evaluate a student’s performance on the instrument.

Uniform Policy:

Solo and Ensemble: 


The District Solo and Ensemble Festival is a supplementary music experience that exposes a student to another style of music and performance. Although it will not be a requirement, I highly recommend attending the festival. Extra credit will be given based on participation.  Solo & Ensemble is an outstanding opportunity for an individual to grow musically and find new challenges on his/her instrument. Adjudicators listen to the performance and then offer valuable feedback to the students to help them become better musicians. 
Students who receive a *1 on a Class A solo or ensemble will advance to the State competition. Please check schedule for dates.

Symphonic Band:

The symphonic band will be an auditioned group. Auditions will take place during the marching band season. Participation in the symphonic band is a requirement of being eligible for travel opportunities. At the beginning of the year, the students will be issued a folder and music. Music is to be kept in GOOD CONDITION at all times. A student may only mark on music with a pencil. 

Marching Band/Pep Band:

All students enrolled in band must participate in the marching band. The marching band has three major performances: Homecoming Half-time show, the Memorial Day parade in Palmyra, and the Kettle Moraine Days parade in Eagle. A uniform will be provided for the students to wear. The pep band is a very important supporter of our athletics. All performances will be required.  
Jazz Band:

The Palmyra-Eagle High School Jazz Ensemble is an enrichment activity and course. The jazz ensemble consists mostly of saxophones, trumpets, trombones, piano, bass, and percussion players, although other instruments will gladly be accepted. The jazz ensemble will meet Tuesday and Thursday mornings from 7:15am-7:50am for a half credit each semester.
